	Composition of a continuum of care should vary depending on client needs
	To build an effective continuum of care it’s essential to form interagency partnerships to knit a truly seamless web of services

	PRACTICE
	· A customized set of supports and services for at-risk children and families

· Supports and services can help resolve problems before they escalate and decrease the need for foster care

· Help ensure that reunified families, kinship caregivers, and legal guardians receive the assistance they need to provide a safe and loving home for children
	· Preventive Services – Services geared toward preventing mistreatment and unnecessary dissolution of families. (i.e. parenting classes, early childhood visitation, domestic violence prevention, mental health and substance abuse screening and outreach, and supports that promote healthy parent-child interactions)

· Early Intervention Services – More intensive supports and services (i.e. casework and counseling, mental health and substance abuse treatment at home or in family-oriented residential settings, and home visits by professionals or paraprofessionals who offer support and skill-building)

· Specialized Services – In cases where a child cannot safely be maintained at home and must be removed (i.e. supports for the birth family [see intervention services], kinship care, foster care, therapeutic foster, short-term group residential treatment care, and additional supports for resource families)

· Post permanency Services – Various supports and services to help establish and maintain a safe and nurturing home environment for children leaving foster care because of adoption, legal guardianship or reunification (i.e. information, referrals, stipends for kinship or adoptive families, independent living skills for older children, and ongoing specialized services for both children and their caregivers)
	· A wide array of prevention, treatment, and support services

· Techniques to ensure that children and families actually receive the services they need

· A focus on the whole family 

· High quality services must empower children and families

· Must be measured by the impact these interventions have on the lives of children and families
