GRANT ANNOUNCEMENTS
Community Outreach:

The Children’s Bureau of the Administration for Children and Families has an exciting grant opportunity under the Adoption Opportunities program entitled “Diligent Recruitment of Families for Children in the Foster Care System”.  The grant provides funding to assess the need, then develop and implement a recruiting, training and support system for foster, adoptive, concurrent, and kinship care homes.  Both state and local governments are eligible to apply.  The grant funding is anticipated to be $400,000 per budget period (a fiscal year) with five years of funding for a total of $2 million.  A 10% match, cash or in-kind, is required.  The application deadline is May 29, 2008.  The Office of National Drug Control Policy (ONDCP), in partnership with the Substance Abuse and Mental Health Services Administration (SAMHSA), announced the availability of $1.2 million for new Drug-Free Communities Support Mentoring Program (DFC Mentoring) Grants. An estimated 15 new Mentoring grants will be awarded to drug and alcohol prevention community coalitions representing a cross-section of rural, urban and suburban communities.  The purpose of the DFC Mentoring Program is to provide grant funds to effective current DFC grantees (mentors) to facilitate the development and/or expansion of new community drug prevention coalitions (mentees) that seek to prevent substance abuse among youth.  By building the capacity of local anti-drug organizations to assess the unique challenges facing their communities, and assisting in the organization of a coalition-based response to those challenges, the mentoring process better prepares “mentee” groups to implement effective drug-prevention strategies. The Substance Abuse and Mental Health Services Administration, Center for Mental Health Services (SAMHSA) is accepting applications for Community Treatment and Services (CTS) Center cooperative agreements through the National Child Traumatic Stress Initiative.  Community Treatment and Services Centers are cooperative agreements under SAMHSA’s larger National Child Traumatic Stress Initiative (NCTSI).  The purpose of the NCTSI is to improve treatment and services for all children and adolescents in the United States who have experienced traumatic events.  The NCTSI is designed to address child trauma issues by creating a national network of grantees that work collaboratively to develop and promote effective community practices for children and adolescents exposed to a wide array of traumatic events. The program encourages early intervention for system-involved individuals with mental illness; provides new and existing mental health courts with various treatment options; maximizes diversion opportunities for nonviolent offenders with mental illness and co-occurring disorders; promotes training for justice and treatment professionals on criminal justice processes and mental health and substance abuse issues; and facilitates communication, collaboration, and the delivery of support services among justice professionals, treatment and related service providers, and governmental partners. The Bureau of Justice Assistance (BJA) is seeking joint applications from eligible applicants seeking to plan, implement, or expand an adult or juvenile collaboration program.  The deadline is May 6, 2008. 
The William T. Grant Foundation Youth Development Research Grants will award funding ranging from $250,000 to $1.5 million for intervention research to improve youth-serving organizations. The foundation focuses on furthering the understanding of human behavior through research and improving the lives of youth ages 8 to 25. Priorities include understanding and improving social settings such as families, schools, peer groups and organizations, and how these social settings affect youth.
