COMMUNITY MATCHING GRANTS: 
The Community Matching Grant Program is the largest program funded by Wal-Mart and SAM'S CLUB. 
Associates raise funds in conjunction with a local nonprofit organization at their stores.  In addition to 
allowing employees to raise funds with local organizations, Wal-Mart and SAM'S can match a portion of 
the total funds raised. More than 50,000 matching grants, totaling $42 million, were awarded through the 
Community Matching Grants program last year.

FOSTER GRANDPARENT PROGRAM: 
The United States Corporation for National and Community Services has grant funding to encourage 
persons age 60 to volunteer to meet critical community needs.  Program funds are used to support foster 
grandparents in their provision of supportive, person-to-person service to children with exceptional or 
special needs.   In Fiscal year 2001, this program provided 2,900 volunteer service years to 309 
community-based projects.  There were also 24 non-corporation projects serving a total of 89,000 
children with exceptional or special needs. 
 
Grants are made to state and local government agencies and private non-profit organizations.  
Organizations interested in exploring the possibility of developing a local project should contact the 
appropriate Corporation for National Service State Program Office.  A formal application form is required.
